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Why Data Analysis?

(1) to gain insights into fire problems in the 

community, which in turn can affect 

operations in the department. 

(2) to improve resource allocation for combating 

fires and other emergencies, and 

(3) to identify training and public education 

needs. 
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Why Data Analysis?

Å The ultimate objective is to make better and 
more informed decisions within the fire 
department. Data has no use in a vacuum, and 
fire reports stay as data if we do nothing. 
Analysis turns data into meaningful information.

Å Those fire department members with 
responsibilities, who work at the scene of the 
incident, are the important first link in the data 
collection process. Without their support and 
cooperation, the incident reporting system will 
break down at a most critical point.
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2009 Findings Summary:

¾MFD responded to 2,535 incidents in 2009.

¾ The largest percentage of responses were 

to calls for Rescue/Emergency Medical 

Services.

¾Overall average incident response time for 

all incidents was 4 minutes, thirty-eight 

seconds.

¾ Approximately 0.9% of overall runs in 2009 

involved mutual aid (aid given and 

received).

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2009 Findings Summary:

¾ 397 fires were reported during 2009.

¾ The number of fires increased 17% from 2008.

¾ Structure fires comprised 46.6% of total fires.

¾ Less than 16% of total 2009 runs were fires.

¾ $5.1 million estimated property damage was 

reported.

¾ The leading cause of ignition for structure fires 

was ñunintentionalò (35%).
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2009 Findings Summary:

¾ Average turnout (personnel) per fire incident 

was 7.

¾ The total number of responding personnel for 

all incidents was 2609.

¾ The leading areas of fire origin at structure fire 

incidents in 2009 were living room/den/family 

rooms, followed by kitchen/cooking areas and 

then bedrooms.
